What do you think ATF 2011 delegates will love best about Cambodia?

It is a much-anticipated 10-year wait that we get this opportunity to showcase Cambodia as a destination fo the world.There is so
much to love about this country. We hold one of the world’s greatest monumental freasures — The Angkor Wat temple and its complex
surrounded by tfemples steeped in history and mystique — one of the largest surviving religious abodes ever built. It is revered by many
as a heritage of humanity and world wonder.The Angkor Wat also boasts architectural achievements equaling that of ancient
Egypt and the Aztec monuments.

Not known fo many, Cambodia is also home to one of the most beautiful pristine beaches in the world.
Located in Preah Sihanouk Province, this beach will soon earn its membership into The Club of the
Most Beautiful Bays of the World (by World-Bays). In addition, our untouched coral islands, exofic fishes,
indigenous flora and fauna, natural waterfalls and tropical forests all await to be discovered.

ATF 2011 delegates will be spending an average of 4 days in Phnom Penh, Cambodia. How

should they spend their short-time in order to truly experience what the city has to offer?

Sampling of little bit of everything from sight-seeing to gastronomy will give any traveller a flavour of

Phnom Penh. In terms of sights, delegates should make it a point fo visit:

+ The Royal Palace - one of Phnom Penh’s most splendid architectural milestones that is gleamed
in gold. It is still home to some of Cambodia’s royalty.

+ Central Market (Phsar Thmei) — perfect for souvenir shopping. One can find everything from food
items, clothes fo silverworks and jewelleries.

» Chaktomuk conference Hall - identified by its fan-shape and architectural beauty is one of Phnom
Penh’s perennial sightseeing hotspots.

When it comes to food, delegates will be spoailt for choice.Tasting local Khmer cuisine is a must, such as
offered at:
+ The Corner Restaurant and Bar (first floor of Mittapheap Hotel, Corner Street 174 next to Wat Koh
high school and Pagoda): in addition, their fresh fruit shake and juice specialities provide some
relieve from the heat of January.
+ Lemongrass (located on Street 130 just off the riverfront): best known for its large selection
of authentic classical Khmer and Thai dishes af reasonable prices. Its menu also caters fo
vegetarians.

Finally, for ATF 2011 delegates who do wish to explore other parts of Cambodia, which ones
are on the top of your recommendation list?
Definitely Siem Reap and Sihanoukville (Preah Sihanouk Province).

Siem Reap is the major fourist hub of Cambodia as it serves as the closest gateway fo the world
famous Angkor Wat femples.The province itself also has much fo offer, with key sites being the Tonle Sap
Lake - the greatest sweet water reserve in the whole of Southeast Asia — and its floating villages, the
Angkor Wat Archeological Park and the temples of Angkor (Bakong Temple, Baksei Chamkrong, Banteay
Kdei, Banteay Sam Re, Banteay Srey Temple, Baphuon, East Mebon).

Preah Sihanouk Province is Cambodia‘s beach resort destination. Enjoy its pristine sandy beaches,
clear waters and numerous paradise islands. Key sites in the province include Wat Leu — where you
can catch a bird’s eye view of the city, Wat Krom's pagoda that was re-built after the Khmer Rouge
destroyed the original, Ream National Park and the beautiful Kbal Chhay Waterfall.
